Winning posters will be selected for inclusion in future fire prevention and life safety 
materials. A panel of judges will choose a total of twelve winners. Poster winners’ information will also be featured on the FASNY website and 
highlighted in The Volunteer Firefighter magazine.  Winners will receive a check for $100 and a plaque from FASNY. Teachers will be notified of 
winners by March 1, 2012 and award presentations will then be set up with the students.
